Since Amstel Gold Race i have not spoke to you or heard a thing. Of course



the problems there were very disturbing for several reasons. Let me

explain. Obviously there was the situation with your wife informing mine about
her critics which | called you on. When | phoned to you | was not pissed in
my tone but | was pissed. | said to you that friends don't say things like

that to friends and | think you will agree. As many others do. The facts are
this: my wife was devastated and called me balling her eyes out so that is
why i called. You then went on to treat me and the rest of your teammates
like complete shit at the race. That is another issue we can address later

as it has apparently been a problem for this entire year according to some.
The other problem, and | don't know if you know this, but your wife sent

Frankie, | am not willing to scrap a relationship of 7 years because of a
couple of bad months and | know you want to be a part of this team for the
Tour and for next year but we have to know you are committed.

When you called you may have thought you
were "asking" me to tell Betsy not to send reports but you were pissed and

it definitely came across. | would be upset also if my wife called

crying. After reading the report that Betsy sent Kristin | didn't see where the
"scathing or negative" part came from. | would also agree that friends would not
send friends bad or negative e-mails. | was surprised that you accused Betsy

of sending this on purpose as if we were not your friends.
